ADMISSION CRITERIA

To enrol on the Course participants must meet the following
criteria:

1. When English is not the first language of the
candidate, the successful applicant is required to
have a level of competencein English appropriate to
the intended scheme of study. The minimum
competence level is ESOL Level 2 or IELTS 6.0

equivalent. A certificate issued by Imperial English
UK is acceptable. The Imperial English UK's English
Diagnostic Assessment App will be used for English
assessment purposes for applicants without
evidence of IELTS bands.

2. Have been teaching English amounting to at least
380 hours over the last 2 years (references & a
personal statement required).

3. Have a minimum undergraduate diploma
qualification or equivalent/higher.

Every application is considered on an individual basis, IEUK
will ensure careful monitoring of applications to ensure that
they are suited to the course. Where necessary, applicants
may be interviewed, especially those who do not appear to
meet the standard admissions criteria. Where deemed
appropriate, a written exercise might also be administered
to establish suitability.
